The Road Map...

Lack of training opportunities for surveying and land
management in Central Francophone Africa.

Establishing a Regional Training Centre in Cameroun
has been discussed and supported by FIG over recent
years. The Centre should provide:

= Bachelor programme in Land Management

= Diploma in Surveying and Land Administration

= One year programme for training of land clerks

= Research and support of land reform programmes,
and land policy implementation,

= |[nstitutional development, and
short term training programmes

= Monitoring and evaluation of progress
Government commitment and funding is currently

pursued in line with the new Africa agenda on land
policies and governance.
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
