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SUMMARY

Given the ever growing needs of Natural Resounog®sed through economic development,
particularly demanding in the last two decadegjmalver of environmental and socio-
economic issues have arisen. These include gronaileg of deforestation, environmental
pollution of soils, air and water, and also theestdsment or even eviction of poor and / or
indigenous populations caused by changes in laaénd economic reasons as mining,
lumbering, oil exploration and other uses.

Atglad this paper recognized the
importance of these policies, proposing a firsecatsidy for his home country, India, and the
Indian Forest Rights Act from 2006 (Ghawana etZ12).
