– Mutual recognition is a process which allows the qualifications gained in one 

country to be recognsed in another country

– 2015 ASEAN project to develop a roadmap to establish mutual recognition 

agreements (MRAs)

– Longstanding agreements within and between Australian states and New Zealand

- East Africa and Southern Africa 



Mutual Recognition: Problems and Challenges
– Extent to which cadastral surveying is included. 

– Different levels of development, education, registration and licensing systems

– Information sharing between countries 

– Institutional capacity development 

Typically mutual recognition is already technically operational

.......... think engineering surveys, companies working internationally

But – information is not always accessible, young surveyors particularly disadvantaged.
