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SUMMARY

The Sustainable Development Goals (SDG’s) are 17 goals created by the UN to achieve peace and prosperity
for people and the planet. Each SDG is split up in several smaller targets which, when reached, will achieve
this goal. Each target has at least one indicator. The indicators are used to measure to what extent the target
is achieved.

Within the FIG Community a lot is achieved and developed in relation to the SDGs. The Task Force decided
to invest in a virtual online ‘publication’, bringing together the relevant information on the SDGs for the FIG
Community. At the moment a special section on the FIG Website is being developed to give the FIG
community access to the latest updates, relevant publications and information about the work of the FIG
members.

During this session we will focus specifically on the SDGs for commission 4.
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
