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SUMMARY

In 2025 the National Geodetic Survey (NGS) will release the modernized

National Spatial Reference System (NSRS), replacing all current reference frames and datums in use in
the United States. In preparation, NGS has been working closely with geospatial software and hardware
vendors to prepare for the transition. This talk will highlight some of the practical impacts of the
modernized NSRS and some of the tools which NGS and industry partners will be providing to surveyors
